The provincial administration can prevent felling to protect

nature and landscape values.

A felled forest must be replanted within three years after felling in a

professional way.

The EUTR (European Union Timber Regulation) requires that operators putting
timber products on the European market should exercise due diligence and

should be able to demonstrate the timber involved is legally harvested.

This regulation obliges companies who place timber,
paper and pulp or wooden furniture on the EU market to operate a due
diligence system. If the risk for placing illegally harvested timber on the
market 1s not negligible, the market operator must take risk mitigating

measures to proof legality.
